Q Howdo I know if I need anew motherboard battery,
and how can | replace it?

A You might need to replace the CMOS (complementary
metal-oxide semiconductor) battery, which is also known
as the motherboard battery, if your computer suddenly
loses settings, such as the date and time, or you are unable
to access peripherals. A dead CMOS battery might also
prevent your computer from booting or prompt error
messages, such as “CMOS Checksum Error” or “System
Configuration Lost.”

The BIOS (Basic Input/Output System) stores information,
such as the date and time, and is responsible for booting
your computer. The CMQOS, which is located on the
motherboard, is in charge of storing the BIOS settings.
Through a small battery, the CMOS is able to store
information your computer needs to boot and operate
properly, even when your computer is powered off. So
when this battery runs out of juice, it can affect the date
and time, peripherals, and the boot process.

You can either replace the battery yourself or take your
motherboard to your local computer repair shop to have
a professional replace the battery for you. If you choose
to replace it yourself, be sure you power down your
computer and unplug it first. Then, open your case and
find your motherboard. Consider wearing an antistatic
wrist strap to guard against static discharge while working
with the components in your case. In most cases,a CMOS
battery looks like a watch battery and is about the size of
a nickel. Your motherboard’s users manual will help you
identify its exact location and provide information about
the battery itself so you can find a replacement. You can
also find this information in your PC’s manual. CMOS
batteries are generally sold at your local electronics store,
or you can purchase a new one online. Cautiously remove
the old battery, being careful not to touch anything other
than the battery and the components holding the battery in
place. Insert the new battery with the positive pole facing
up and then secure it to your motherboard. Once you are
finished, be sure you replace or reconnect parts you moved
in order to get to the motherboard, close the case, and then
power on your computer. As your computer is powering
on, enter your computer’s BIOS Setup menu by pressing

the indicated key. Here, you can reapply your old settings,
such as the date and time. When you are finished, save
your changes and then press the ESC button to exit the
BIOS and continue booting your computer.

Q I’d like to erase system restore points to free up
drive space on my computer. How can I do this?

A If your computer is acting up as a result of a new
program or other type of change, you can use System
Restore to “roll back” your computer to a specific date
prior to your current computer problems. However, the
restore points created either manually or automatically
use precious storage space. Luckily, they can be deleted
if you need that extra space for other items.

With Windows 7, you can delete all your restore points.
Openthe Start menu, rightclick Computer, and then choose
Properties. Select System Protection and click Configure.
Choose Delete under Disk Space Usage and then click OK.
Use Disk Cleanup to delete all but the most recent restore
point in Windows XP/Vista/7. Accessing Disk Cleanup
is similar for all three operating systems. Open the Start
menu and click All Programs. Under Accessories, choose
System Tools and then Disk Cleanup. If it’s applicable,
choose the drive you want to clean. Vista and Win7 users
will then need to select Clean Up System Files from the
dialog box and then click OK. Under the More Options
tab (in WinXP), choose Clean Up under System Restore.
(In Vista and Win7, this is listed under System Restore
And Shadow Copies.) Click Yes (WinXP) or Delete (Vista
and Win7) when prompted and then click OK.

Q What can I do to make my computer easier to use?

A\ It can be frustrating to hunt through several programs
and commands to find how to change minor settings and
perform simple tasks in Windows. To help solve this
problem, Windows offers the Ease Of Access Center.
Here, you can access common tools in a central location,
including visual display optimization, mouse and keyboard
settings, and reading and typing settings.

The Ease Of Access Center for Vista/Win7 is found in the
Control Panel. WinXP offers many of the same options
found in the Accessibility Options (also found in the
Control Panel).

Oh, My Aching. . .

A Survey of Alternatives to the Standard Rodent

Whoamongushasnotstaggered up froma creative session
in front of the computer screen to find various parts of
our bodies screaming at us that we've held ourselves stone
still in an unnatural position for far too long. Either of
my wrists would like some kind of relief. I've been using
a Logitech MarbleMouse and realized that it encourages
me to press my wrist down into the

table top, in just the position that

is described as a No-No.

A bit of trolling on the
Internet and I came to the 3M
Ergonomic Optical Mouse. It’s
claim to fame is that one uses
it with the hand and arm turned
with the thumb up. The
contentionisthatthis

is a more natural

hand position.

I’'ve talked to

other users who

have said “Ah,

yes! Relief” The

Optical Mouse comes
inaright-hand version only. OK, maybe
I'll learn to eat and drink with
my left hand.

The 3M Mouse has a
joystick appearance. The

4” square manual has 28
pagesinreasonablyreadable
type face. Four of them are in
English. It is supposed to
be plug-and- play. This
model comes with a

USB to PS/2 converter,

no batteries required.

Buried several links down, at the

bottom of a page, the online manual describes “large”
and “small” in almost-readable print, as does each of the
7 languages in the paper manual. “Small” is 2.75 to 3.5
inches, measured from the little-finger knuckle across
the palm to the thumb web. “Large” is 3.5 to 4 inches. Pay
careful attention to these measurements; they mean it. My
hand doesn’t quite make the “Small” cut-off. I cannot rest

my hand on the foot plate and comfortably reach the Left

and Right Click button at the top of the joystick. Actually,

I cannot rest my hand comfortably on the plate at all

because my rightlittle-finger knuckle joint has alwaysbeen

very sensitive to pressure as well as position, use, and
just about everything else.

Much of the paper
manual is taken up with
words and pictures describing
good ergonomic use and
positioning. From my
experience and exchanges
with Physical Therapists,

it appears to offer state-of-
the-art information along
with clear diagrams of what

to do and what not to do. If
you value your wrists and enjoy
being pain free, pay attention.

Finally, I got the plug-and-

play device plugged in.

No response. Restarted.

Restarted using another

of my precious USB ports,

etc. Tried it on a different

computer, where it worked fine.

Back to home base, plugged it

intoadifferent USB port, where

it is happily pointing now. Maybe

it's Windows. I was doing this in Windows XP

Pro SP3. Since the device is USB plug-and-

play, I assume it works on a Mac new enough
to not have an ADB port.

The Penguin Partition

Linux for Human Beings

Us penguin fans have found a happy
home for Linux on our desktops and
laptops. But Linux, by the nature of
its scalability is found on many more
platforms than you can imagine.

I was recently posed with what should be an obvious
question: why do PCs have to be so large? There is a
plethora of miniature

motherboards, full

featured, made for

dedicated purposes.

These come with

virtually all of the

hardware features

of a full-sized

motherboard and

are generally about

one-quarter the

size of a “regular”

motherboard. Add

a SSD (Solid State

Drive) for storageand

you have a tidy package with full PC power.

Laptops, though smaller, generally are not competition
for a desktop in terms of computing power because
they are designed to run on batteries, and performance
compromises are necessarily made for the sake of battery
life.

Think of the Apple Macintosh platform, where you have

a range of devices from the desktop Mac Pro through the
MacBook laptop through the iPad tablet device down
to the iPhone. Not to forget the elegant iMac, which
consists of a screen, keyboard and mouse, all wireless.
(The motherboard is in the slender screen enclosure.)

The unifying element in Apple devices is the interface,
consistent throughout the entire product line. Compare
this to Windows 7 / Windows XP / Windows CE, where
the interface is compromised on different devices because
Windows is not scalable. (Forget the Windows Phone --
even Microsoft has given up on that one.)

On the Linux side, you have Linux on everything from
mainframe computers to
mobile phones because the
system is scalable. Android
(which is Linux) occupies the
#2 spot behind the iPhone
due to a surge in applications
development.

The thing that all these Linux

installations lack is a cohesive

interface. Linux developers
have put their effortsinto developing interfaces for specific
tasks, so variety is the norm. Being as the code base for
Linux is so similar across platforms, I would hope that
someone would takeadvantage of that to create a universal
interface for Linux.

Or, maybe I'll do it myself. . .
